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Listed Food Producers - Recent Highlights

Rhodes Food Group (JSE:RFG) [9.1% up in May 2023] - Updated Target Price R13.90

RFG released their 2023 interim results in May with an impressive recovery in EBIT margins from previous years
(highest since H1-2017 at 9.2%). The shares are trading below book value (with goodwill and intangibles
stripped) and is the closest to its tangible assets that its ever been. Revenue growth targets achieved (10.2% H1-
23). Load shedding did not impact RFG as much as other food producers with relatively low energy and water
demands. CAPEX spend up (R280m FY23 vs R260m FY22) with priority in growth areas, - i.e, pineapple
plantations, ready meals, juice, pies, meat products and extra power capacity. International segment is currently a
strong performer with firm prices globally, magnified by the Rand weakness that benefits RFG. As long as USDZAR
is above R17 the international segment earnings should remain strong. Lower input costs overall to keep margins
higher, areas where costs remain high are in packaging, and sugar prices that have increased exponentially since
April 2023.

Astral Foods (JSE:ARL) [down 15.3% in May 2023] - Updated Target Price R179.85

Astral Food'’s interim results were released on the 22nd of May 2023. The key highlights were the changes in the
balance sheet, with an increase in working capital coming from higher inventory and biological assets. This forced
the company to pick up debt to finance the working capital. Operating profits decreased compared to the
comparable period. This was the compound effect of loadshedding and the diesel costs that came with it, higher
soft commodity prices and the weakening Rand putting pressure on margins. The weak operating environment
meant that they couldn’t push the prices onto consumers and therefore had to absorb those costs. The poultry
segment faced the most challenges but was cushioned by the feed business. The disruption caused by
loadshedding and ailing municipal infrastructure caused medium to long-term issues for the company as they aim
to reach normalization by the end of the year.

Potential catalysts include 1) SAFEX grains trading back down at 2021 levels (in line with lower Brazil base), 2)
58% decline in USD coal prices from 2022 peaks and thus Astrals coal spend could come down dramatically (52%
of energy mix) as well as a possible positive impact on Eskom, 3) Poultry is a commodity that should sell unlike
non-discretionary goods and thus the current large inventory and working capital can be cleared out, 4)
beyond current essential CAPEX spend on energy and water, Astral will be more independent than before which
is something that peers do not have to offer.

Tiger Brands (JSE:TBS) [down 24.1% in May 2023]

TBS released their 2023 interim results in May and declined 24% with an indication that the positive FY22 results
were once off, and the company faces a crunch from a weak consumer market. Revenue increased 16% for H1-23
(at the loss of 1% in volume) while the EBIT margin fell 9%. Load shedding costs amounted to R76m and going
forward will likely not be less (with possibilities of Stage 8 and above). TBS benefited from consumer buying
down into cheaper carbs (rather than meats) however, the consumer has many cheaper substitutes to choose
from. There is an active initiation of introducing Tier 2 products alongside existing mayo and tomato sauce which
will allow TBS to tap into unused capacity and also target lower LSM’s. We view that growth will be muted and a
significant improvement in unemployment and economic growth will be needed.

Premier (JSE:PMR) [down 6.7% in May 2023]

Premier has stated that their FY23 EPS is going to be up 83%-93% at 605-640 by achieving strong revenue and
EBITDA growth. The company has successfully increased their prices over the period without a significant impact
on volumes. PMR has also been shielded from load shedding to a large extent which is not expected to have a
material impact on operations at this stage.

SAFEX Soft Commodities - Pull back in prices back to Q4 2021 to provide input cost relief for
food producers. Asia opting out of high priced US grain for Brazil and SA at a better price

Record soy production in Brazil as well as higher production in South Africa is ensuring local supply with
surplus to export. The Brazilian and South African crop is now selling way below Chicago in international
markets which is further driving Chinese interest to the south as a better price per tonnage is being offered.
This is also pulling SAFEX markets down as a result and benefiting food producers.

We are of the opinion that at the moment SAFEX is trading well below the Chicago parity to compete with the
Brazil prices in the Asian markets. These lower prices are also likely going to hurt farmers in the next crop
season (2023/2024) as current harvests coming in May are likely already sold forward at prices seen in 2022.

The lower commodities (back to where they were late 2021) will start to benefit food producers that pushed
food prices 12% in 2022 (StatsSA Dec 2022). Apart from the additional costs related to electricity generation,
the relief on input prices should support recovery in margins in the second half of 2023.

SA grain exports are fully booked for the rest of the year supported by additional demand from China as SA has
more competitive prices than Chicago. SA trading inline with Brazil price parity and more competitive than USA.
Lack of working rail and port infrastructure in South Africa’s limits the capacity that the local farming sector can
export, and thus SA agriculture exports cannot reach its full potential remaining relatively less competitive than
South America. Brazil grains continue to exceed expectations and the country benefit from having two crop
cycles in one year. It was expected that a drop in Russian/Belarus fertilizer would have hit Brazilian farming,
however, this has not materialized. Brazil also sits with logistical challenges, bad roads and a lack for grains
storage which are areas that with investment would make Brazil even more competitive.

All indications point to Chicago being expensive - trading on drought conditions

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Consumer Market - Rand slide with interest rate hikes not enough

Petrol prices expected to decline R1.27-R1.37 p/I off the back of lower oil prices and should leave a few extra
Rands in consumers’ pockets. The SARB rose interest rates by another 50 basis points yet the Rand immediately
weakened, closing at R19.79 on the 25th of May from R19.2 to the USD. This indicated that 50bp was not
enough. Much like in 1998, high interest rates were not enough to support the Rand. Despite SA Inc ratings are
significantly lower relative to other emerging markets, we suspect it is going to take a lot more tangible
improvement in South Africa’s infrastructure, electricity and service delivery before foreign investment will
return. In 2022 the Rand decline significantly (from a strong dollar) and the commodities boom in 2022 also
helped to support the Rand, however, these circumstances are not the case currently. On a technical basis we
view that the Rand could decline to R22 to USD until the 2024 elections and only to recover off of a USA
recession or an improvement in loadshedding and leadership. The significant Rand depreciation will make all
imports more expensive and contribute to additional inflationary pressures across all manufacturing and
industrial sectors while benfiting exporters.

The PPI came in at 8.6% in April, down from 10.6% in March, continuing its contraction since July 2022.
Headline CPI decreased to 6.8% YOY in the month of April, from 7.1% in the previous month, however, it
increased by 0.4% on a month-on-month basis. Inflation on food and non-alcoholic beverages decreased to
13.9% YOY, coming down from 14.4% in the previous month. With this, the market anticipated further interest
rate hikes by the SARB, with some analysts expecting a hike of up to 75bps on the 25th of May. After a hawkish
speech by the governor with the market watching anxiously, the repo rate was hiked by 50bps.

SA - Food Inflation
South Africa’s food inflation remains well above CPI

Food and non-alcoholic beverage inflation for all urban areas advanced and now sits at 13.95% for the
year up until Feb 2023 according to Stats SA (down from 14.05% in March 22). The recent surge in prices
have been a result of the significant weakening of the Rand, soaring commodities in 2022 and load
shedding, which should improve as SAFEX commodities have declines. Russian invasion of Ukraine caused
prices for oilseeds and grains to surge in 2022 however, since March all key SAFEX commodities came
down significantly indicating that input inflation should start to ease on food producers. Going forward we
only see logistics, load shedding and much higher sugar prices being a challenge from the input cost side
for JSE Food Producers. It is expected by World Bank that the food price inflation that was seen in 2022
will be likely to remain at the current levels effectively setting a new normal price level in the market,
while forecasts into 2023 and 2024 are to not be as high as experienced in 2022.

Annual consumer price inflation as reported by Stats SA was 6.8% in April 2023, down from 7.1% in March 2023. The consumer
price index increased by 0.4% month-on-month in April 2023. The largest movers contributing to the 2023 annual inflation rate
were Public transport (15.4%); Food (All) (14.3%); Food and non alcoholic beverages (14%); Personal care (11.9%); Books,
newspapers and stationery (11.7%); Non-alcoholic beverages (10.1%); Package holidays (9.1%).

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As can be seen in Figure 15, South Africa has had some of the highest Consumer price inflation rates on Food compared to other big
countries, however, Figure 12 shows that in more recent times South Africa has been more in line with the rest of the major countries
with USA and Germany having the highest food inflation. Since May 2021 the average Food inflation for the year in the group below was
10,12% (SA = 19%).

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South Africa has some relief from record high maize prices above R5200 per ton

We expect SAFEX Maize to trade below Chicago parity for some time as the Brazil prices have collapsed
dramatically. This means that South Africa has to trade inline with the Brazil crop prices in order to remain
competitive with Brazil in selling to Asian markets. The lower prices will benefit all food producers and
especially the big millers, Premier, TBS, RCL and Astral. USA has been experiencing exceptional droughts
since 2021 with more than 48% of the country in a state of abnormally high drought (see USA Drought
Watch of this report) as well as Europe in record drought levels. This is keeping CBOT Corn prices up.

High SA Maize exports are driving local SAFEX maize prices to trade in line with Brazil prices and less so
CBOT. We anticipate these lower grains prices will hurt local farmers that went long on the high prices seen
in late 2022 and thus there might be a big drop in crop plantings in November - Decemebr 2023 if the prices
remain low.

SAFEX maize futures are pointing to R3900 towards the end of 2023.

The production forecast for white maize has been set at 7.85 million tonnes, which is 5% more than the previous forecast of 7,470
million tonnes. The yield for white maize is 4.98/ha. In the case of yellow maize the production forecast is 7,62 million tonnes, which
is 5.2% more than the previous forecast of 7,243 million tonnes. The yield for yellow maize is 7.27 t/ha.

The expected production of wheat is 2,089 million tonnes. The area estimate for wheat was revised to 566,800 ha. The production
forecast for barley is 308,675 tonnes. The area planted for barley is estimated at 101,000 ha. The expected canola crop is 210,530 tonnes.

The expected crop for oats for the 2022 season is 29,900 tonnes and the revised area planted is 2700 ha.

Due to good harvests recently, South Africa has been able to sustain a surplus of maize (yellow and white) over recent years. However, this
is expected to decline by 5,5% in 2023 from 16 315 million tons to 15 470 million tons according to CEC Final Production forecast. The
recent surplus has help local producers secure their supply of maize required, and also allows for the country to export some of the surplus
as shown in Fig 23. South Africa has been exporting above average levels of maize since the start of 2022. However, this has declined sharply
in December 2022 likely as a result of Inefficient ports and rail hampering the ability to export. Main export destinations are Japan, Taiwan
and Europe. Due to less exports and surplus supply, SAFEX grain prices have been trading well below international fair prices which should
be aiding food producers to recover input costs seen in 2022.

The high commodity price inflation in 2022 has had a direct impact on food producers input costs globally and any signs of
improvement in USA drought conditions will be favorable to the food producers. A drawback in current drought conditions could
support a deflation of current commodity prices if plantings and harvests increase which will benefit the local SAFEX market and local
South African food producers. As could be seen in Figure 18 and 23 above, due to import/export parity, local yellow maize prices
closely trace the Chicago corn prices when converted into Rands. Therefore, what happens in U.S. is just as important as what happens
in the local commodities market. Due to the Drought in USA, soybean and corn are forcasted to be down as opposed to the previous
years while wheat remains flat.

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In comparison to other major world currencies the Rand has been among the worst performing currencies over the last year. The Rand
weakened at an accelerated rate in May, feeling the compound effects of falling rhodium and platinum prices, the anticipation of a change
in credit rating which ended up staying unchanged and stable, fears of sanctions after a comment by a US Ambassador, and what the
SARB describes as idiosyncratic factors such as loadshedding, logistics constraints and a low growth rate compared to the country’s
peers. The SARB raised the repo rate another 50bp and the currency still did not hold up.

| Climate Outlook - El Nino development & Warmer Ocean Temperatures

Changes in wind patterns over the Pacific Ocean are what cause El Nino. The predominant winds typically blow from east to west,
pushing Indonesia's direction with the warm surface waters of the tropical Pacific Ocean. This enables chilly water to rise up along
South America's coast. The Peruvian fishing sector benefits greatly from the cool water's abundance of nutrients and fish. However, the
winds that blow across the surface of the tropical Pacific Ocean ease during an El Nino year. Although its cause is unknown, this can
have very negative consequences. The nutrient-rich cold waters remain hidden while the warm water sloshes back towards South
America, ensuring a dearth of fish. El Nino's effects on fish stocks can

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There has been no update on the Peruvian Anchovy TAC for 2023 yet which makes up one of the largest fish
resources in the World. The El Nino development is coming in strong with ocean temperatures being extremely hot
compared to previous years. During periods of warmer Pacific Ocean temperatures the amount of fish caught falls
dramatically as seen below. This remains a risk in 2023, however, the development could lead to higher fish meal
and fish oil prices which could benefit Oceana Daybrook that does not fish in the Pacific Ocean (Gulf of Mexico),
while this development could put canned fish stocks at risk of lower supply which would impact Lucky Star and TBS
canned fish. Sea Harvest could benefit from a potential increase in fish pricing as supply is reduced. According to
Global Sea Alliance most fish are responding by moving closer to the poles.

South Africa is expected to have above average precipatation and
rainfall in the coming summer months which will bode well for the
agricultural sector. Holding all else constant crop and livestock
production has the potential to achieve great yields due to the
availability of water in the next season. Sectors such as water and
energy will also be positively impacted, with South Africa bringing
in stage 2 water shedding during October, it is likely that this
should fall away as the rainfall picks up for the season. There is a
heightened risk of flash flooding in regions that are prone to
flooding which needs to be paid attention to.

As can be seen in the comparable figures above, the drought conditions (while still high) have slightly improved for Mar 2023 compared to
2022 in terms of severity. It is also expected that the drought conditions that were in effect since 2020 are likely to improve coing forward
particularly along the USA corn belt. This will provide major relief in CBOT corn prices which will heavily improve local SAFEX commodity
prices in the latter half of 2023.

With USA being the largest producer of corn worldwide (c.32%), and most standardized commodities being dollar denoted, it is vital to
have a glance at the state of conditions in the USA. Drought has had a historical impact on agricultural commodity prices as well as Brent
Crude Oil (due to corn being used as biofuel/ethanol in gasoline - a renewable substitute to oil). USA is currently experiencing above
average drought conditions since August 2020 as seen in the graph below. It seems that the drought (coupled with the Russia and Ukraine
conflict) has been driving up commodity prices throughout 2022. June, July and August are the seasonal rainfall months for USA, and due
to the low precipitation in this time, we saw a depressed Sep-Dec 2022 harvest in USA. The USDA is forecasting harvested corn for 2022 to
decline by up to 5%, soya to increase 2% and wheat to increase 8%. A decrease in crop harvest would decrease tradable supply leading
into 2023 further pushing up commodity price inflation on corn.

As a method to try and alleviate oil price inflation, the US has been using oil from their Strategic Petroleum Reserves at rates never seen
before and this is not sustainable long term. With the oil price coming down to $80 a barrel in Feb 2023, oil could start to be purchased on
the market rather than taken from reserves, which is why the reserves have not been declining for 3 consecutive months. The Brent Crude
prices could increase significantly should USA start to buy more oil again on the open market in order to provide their daily demand
(approximately 19 million barrels) as well as to refill their reserves to previous levels.
